Friends I Never Met

Good evening and welcome to the West Wing. Tonight I'd like to take you on a tour of my Friends I
Never Met painting: (You'll find a downloadable PDF of this painting, including a legend, on your Club
Member “Plus It!” page at UTSClub.com.) This is how I created Dream Ticket #19: Put Yourself in a
Picture with Someone Famous.

Now all these men inspire me more by WHO they were than anything in particular they wrote. So I'll
offer a sampling of quotations that exemplify the quality of each of these men who influenced me so . . . .)

1) Henry Wadsworth Longfellow: Most popular poet of the 19th century, who wrote “Paul Revere’s Ride”
and “The Village Blacksmith” among hundreds more.

“If we could read the secret history of our enemies we should find in each man’s life sorrow and
suffering enough to disarm all hostility.”

“If you would hit the mark, you must aim a little above it.”

And be sure to read Longfellow’s poem “A Psalm of Life” which I highlight in my novel, “A Rich Man’s
Secret.”
2) Sir Winston Churchill:
“A pessimist sees the difficulty in every opportunity; an optimist sees the opportunity in every difficulty.”
“I never worry about action, but only inaction.”

“Never, never, never give up.”




3) Mark Twain:
“Do the thing you fear most and the death of fear is certain.”
“I never let schooling interfere with my education.”
“To succeed in life, you need two things: ignorance and confidence.”
“When I was younger I could remember anything, whether it happened or not.”

“Whenever you find yourself on the side of the majority, it is time to pause and reflect.”

4) Me (Ken Roberts): Along the way I came up with a good quote or two also!

“No one knows what you think they do,” from my novel “A Rich Man’s Secret.”

5) Sir John Templeton: Legendary investor, philanthropist, and author of over 30 spiritual books! Who
taught me about life and successful investing,.

“To be really successful, you must master a simple but counterintuitive principle.”
“A person is more likely to be successful if he uses spiritual principles, and the more you practice

spirituality, the more you learn . . . . all careers are more successful and satisfying if you use
spiritual principles. I can’t think of a single exception . ...”

“Most investors lose money trying to avoid losses!” [Fear! Orange Cones!]

Note: On Monday, July 13, 1998, after applying the very
techniques and principles I now teach in the UTS Club, I was
honored to sit with Mr. Templeton for an hour-long, one-on-
one meeting in his private office in Nassau, The Bahamas.

We discussed the financial markets, trading commodities,
his “counter-intuitive” comments in Forbes magazine,
and the practical application of spiritual (psychological)
principles. And as I left his office, Mr. Templeton’s last words
to me were, “And if you ever create a commodity mutual
fund, I'll be your first investor!”




6) Walt Whitman: Popular American poet, essayist, and journalist of the 19th century.

“There is that indescribable freshness and unconsciousness about an illiterate person that humbles
and mocks the power of the noblest expressive genius.”

7) Ted Warren:
Wrote “How to Make the Stock Market Make Money for You.”

Coined the word “Investolator: Treating investing as a business and understanding how insiders
manipulate the stock market.”

8) Henry David Thoreau:
“The mass of men lead lives of quiet desperation and go to the grave with the song still in them.”
“Many men go fishing their entire lives without knowing it is not fish they are after.”
“In the long run, men hit only what they aim at. Therefore, they had better aim at something high.”

— Combine this with Ralph Waldo Emerson’s “Hitch your wagon to a star” and Longfellow’s
“If you would hit the mark, you must aim a little above it.” [Don’t look at Orange Cones!]

9) Clement Watt: The legendary businessman introduced in my novel, “A Rich Man’s Secret” who wrote
and gave this little gem to all his many employee:

“Something You Should Know: The Fulfillment of Your Heart’s True Desire.”

— Here’s little-known and counter-intuitive advice for anyone with a job and a Dream.

“Take the first step --- no more, no less --- and the next will be revealed.”
(See: I was getting closer and closer to creating the UTS Club!)

10) Burton Pugh:

My broker’s story, tracking down the Copyright owner, Guideposts, investing is a “business,”
the Triple Zone System.

Now, knowing me as you do, who’s missing from this “Friends I Never Met” painting?




That’s right: Walt Disney of course!

11) Walt Disney: So many great — and especially practical — quotations for me, but the one that kept me
going through very rough times I found “by coincidence”: During a trip to Disneyland, as I left the “Great
Moments With Mr. Lincoln” theater on Main Street, U.S.A., there on a wall as you exit the gift shop
outside the theater was a Walt Disney quotation I never noticed before:

“A lot of people think the future is closed to them, that everything has been done. This is not so.
There are still plenty of avenues to be explored.”

Wow! I can't count how many times those words lifted and carried me through difficult times; how they
encouraged me to keep trying, to focus only on my Dream, to keep taking one more Step of Faith.

Walt also said:
“You reach a point where you don’t work for money.” Oh, how I yearned to experience firsthand
what he meant by this...!

And one more Disney quote that guided me to finally experiencing that “point where you don’t work for
money” he spoke of.
