Get Rich = Change Your Perception

Hello, and welcome to another West Wing Conversations Video. Notice this painting: It’s such a big hit
among Disney fans because it reveals a new perception about Walt Disney and Mickey Mouse; a new angle
that most people never thought about. It makes you consider things much differently . . . .

This is a long message tonight, and it covers the essence of it all: What you perceive is what you receive,
so you may want to pause and return to this video several times. It will also help to re-read Chapter 8 in your
Handbook: Inner Recontextualization: Change Your Perception.

No one has a money problem: He or she has a thinking problem. How do you change your perception?
Work your Dream Tickets — it’s just that easy! The secret is to NOT work on “problems,” you must learn to
change your perception and focus upon your LifeStar instead. Problems are Orange Cones, and the solution to
any problem is to change your perception about it. This is why success is so elusive — most people never learn
this principle; they keep futilely resisting and crashing into Orange Cones. DTs teach you how to ignore Orange
Cones, to focus and act upon your LifeStar, to change your perception, and, therefore, change your life.

Example: You want to quit smoking, eating cookies, or swearing. The world erroneously and
ignorantly teaches us to make resolutions, set goals, and apply will power; in other words, to RESIST
and use force against the “problem.” But this doesn’t work; you already know it doesn’t work. It
produces the opposite of what you want, in fact.

As Vernon Howard put it: “Resistance to the disturbance IS the disturbance”!

So instead, let the Universe do all the work for you: Read, Review, and Refer to Dr. Hawkins’
Counting Technique on pages 172-174 of your Handbook. Also refer to a painting of Daniel in the
lion’s den for a perfect visual representation of this powerful technique of observing, but not resisting,
which changes everything.




And this is why Dream Tickets are so special, powerful, and fast-acting. It’s WHY you do them, and what
youre holding in mind (your intention) as you do them:

Remember the example of the teenager who lost a contact lens while playing basketball in his driveway?
After a brief, fruitless search, he gave up. But his mother took up the cause and within minutes found the
lens.

“How did you do that?” he asked.

“We weren’t looking for the same thing,” she explained. “You were looking for a small piece of plastic. I
was looking for $150.”

The Mother’s intention was entirely different.

Now here’s a terrific true story about PERCEPTION Club Member Jay G. from Southern California

sent me:

In Washington DC, at a Metro Station, on a cold January morning in 2007, a man with a violin played
six Bach pieces for about an hour. During that time, approximately 2,000 people went through the station,
most of them on their way to work. After about 3 minutes, a middle-aged man noticed that there was a
musician playing. He slowed his pace and stopped for a few seconds, and then he hurried on to meet his
schedule. About 4 minutes later: The violinist received his first dollar. A woman threw money in the hat
without stopping, and continued walking.

At 6 minutes: A young man leaned against the wall to listen to him, then looked at his watch and started
to walk again.

At 10 minutes: A 3-year old boy stopped, but his mother tugged at him to hurry along. The boy stopped
to look at the violinist again, but the mother pulled hard and the child continued to walk, turning his
head to look back the whole time. Several other children repeated this action, but every parent - without
exception - forced their children to move on quickly.

At 45 minutes: The musician played continuously, only 6 people stopped and listened for a short while,
about 20 gave money but continued to walk at their normal pace. The man collected a total of $32.

After 1 hour: He finished playing and silence took over. No one noticed and no one applauded, there was
no recognition at all.

No one recognized him, but the violinist was Joshua Bell, one of the greatest musicians in the world. He
played one of the most intricate musical compositions ever written, with a violin worth $3.5 million. Two
days before, Joshua Bell sold out a theater in Boston where the seats averaged $100 each to sit and listen to
him play the very same music.

This is a true story: Joshua Bell, was playing incognito in the D.C. Metro Station. It was organized by the
Washington Post as part of a social experiment about perception, taste, and people’s priorities.




This experiment raises several questions:
* In a commonplace environment, at an inappropriate hour, do we perceive beauty?
* If so, do we stop to appreciate it?
* Do we recognize talent in an unexpected context?

One possible conclusion reached from this experiment could be this: If we do not have a moment to stop
and listen to one of the best musicians in the world, playing some of the finest music ever composed, with
one of the most beautiful instruments ever made, what else are we missing as we rush through life?

And this is from Club Member Bob C. in Nevada:

Ken,

Your message just keeps getting better and better. Perception is very interesting. One of my stories was
during the changeover of daylight savings time in the Spring. We were supposed to set our clocks ahead but
instead we set ours back.

We didn’t realize we were two hours behind everyone else because our day went just great. At the time
we were looking for a new house and each time we left an open house the realtor would close up. But we
didn’t think anything about it until around 9 PM at night (our time) when my wife came out to where I was
working and said, “There’s something wrong, the 11 o’clock News just came on!”

This is from Mel, in Arizona:

Hi Ken and Everyone,

I found Dream Ticket #24 to be a fascinating experience. The man at the nursery where I bought the
seeds said sprouts should appear in about 14 days. I watered the planted seeds daily, patiently waiting for
something to happen. One morning when I went out to do my nurturing of the seeds by watering them,
lo and behold, about a half dozen green entities were peering out of the soil!

It has found a way to press almost all of its leaves up
flat to the window. The thing is almost coming out of its pot to get to the window! It is the funniest thing I
had seen lately and it reminded me that life will find a way. It reminded me that I too need to get out of my
“pot” and face my “head” to the light!

“Coincidently’ while at a doctor’s appointment with my wife the doctor came out to the lobby after the
appointment carrying two flats of tomato plants and asked if I wanted some. This was our first appointment
with this doctor. How cool is that?

Okay, so here is what I learned from your brilliant and subtle dream tickets this week: 'm shocked at how
many “orange cone” thoughts I have over things I have little or no control over. So it made me really watch
my thoughts because I suspect that like my poor little tomato plants, a constant blast of too much water or
cold (orange cone thinking) will kill (and has killed) my dreams. I was also shocked at my impatience. It’s
another orange cone isn’t it?

After I stopped being impatient with my flowers, they grew about four inches! Oh, and just because what
I expected didn’t happen, and what I didn’t expect happened (my tomato plants) coincidentally a person I
had just met planted another seed with me—unexpectedly!

And I want to tell you about a Club Member who simply refuses to do our “Plant a Seed” Dream Ticket
(and also Dream Ticket #11: Get in the Longest Line). But look what he’s missing — a new perception!
And a changed perception, literally, means a brand new life!




So why won't he do them?! He just brushes it off saying it’s a waste of time, but there has to be a deeper
reason, and you and I both know what that is: FEAR (False Evidence Appearing Real) — something his
mind is lying to him about. Remember: Resistance to the disturbance IS the disturbance.

And you and I do the same thing to some degree, about other things; but seeing fear operate in others is
easier for us to observe, and so we can use it to help ourselves.

Now the good news is that you don’t have to fully understand the complex psychological issues and
processes behind all this. You don’t need to be an expert on the Heisenberg Principle or hold a degree in

physics!

Successfully changing your perception works, simply, like a light switch — all you have to so is flip the
switch to get light!

So after all I presented here tonight, all you need to do is keep at simply mechanically working your
Dream Tickets while holding what you love to do in mind as you do them. That’s it!
